318). The protagonists of particular stories all seem
to be disposable incarnations of circulating “souls”
(minkpecnenns name — /I./].). At the same time, the
concept of mapping something as mutable as clouds
is self-contradictory, and intimates both a pattern and
a random variation of repetitions.

The notion of reincarnation (TiagKpecaCHHS HaIIIE —
/1) is reiterated in the novel, in different guises.
Zachry professes a belief in physical reincarnation
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(minkpecnenns name — /J./.). Living in a scientific
age, Luisa Rey speculates that the author of the letters
that have reached her (i.e. “Letters from Zedelghem”)
is chemically present in the packet and may be
integrated into her own body as she inhales the stale
air” [11, c. 112].

Rome’ll decline and fall again, Cortazar’ll sail again
and, lat er, Ewing will too, Adrian [Robert’s brother,
killed in the Great War]’ll be blown to pieces again,
you and I’ll sleep under Corsican stars again, I’ll
come to Bruges again, fall in and out of love with Eva
again, you’ll read this letter again, the Sun’ll grow
cold again. Niet zsche’s gramophone record. When it
ends, the Old One plays it again, for an eternity of
eternities (CA490 — TyT 3amumaemMo IUTaTH 3 pOMaHy
“XMapHuil arimac” 1 TMOCTOPIHKOBI TMOKJIMKAHHSI Ha
aux — A1) .

In that same story, a famous composer and a
devotee of Nietzsche, Vyvyan Ayrs attempts but never
finishes a composition named Eternal Recurrence,
in honour of the philosopher (CA84). Frobisher, his
more talented colleague, produces his own work
called Cloud Atlas whose design is described as “a
sextet for overlapping soloists [...] In the 1st set, each
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solo is interrupted by its successor: in the 2nd, each
interruption is recontinued, in order” (CA463), making
it a metonymy of the entire novel” [11, c. 110]. HasB-

“Viewed collectively, the stories are snapshots
of human history, chosen at random but illustrative
of certain general tendencies. The impression of
randomness and fragmentarine ss is intensified by the
novel’s generic heterogeneity.

Despite its richness of detail as well as widely
diverse temporal and geographic settings, the same
basic narrative pattern is re-enacted: in dividuals and
groups exploit and prey on one another. The people of
Moriori in the Pacific Islands are conquered, enslaved
and even cannibalised by their neighbours, and both
are colonised by Europeans (“The Pacific Journal of
Adam Ewing”); an older composer takes advantage
of the talent of his young colleague (“Letters from
Zedelghem”); a corporation accumulates power and
wealth by developing a hazardous nuclear project
and eliminating those who try to warn the public
of the danger (“Half-Lives — The First Luisa Rey
Mystery”); a technologically advanced society
depends on genetically engineered androids for slave
labour (“An Orison of Sonmi451”); the savage Kona
tribe kill or enslave their neighbours (“Sloosha’s
Crossin’ an’ Ev’rythin’ After”), etc. As one character
sums it up in the final pages of the novel, “the world
is wicked. Maoris prey on Moriori, Whites prey on
darker-hued cousins, fleas prey on mice, cats prey
on rats, Christians on infidels, first mates on cabin-
boys, Death on the Living. ‘The weak are meat, the
str ong do eat’” [11, c.

Drozdovskyi D. I. AUTHENTICITY AS A FACTOR OF THE METAMODERN MYSTERIOUS

METAGENRE PATTERN

In the article, the concept of authenticity (O. Maniukov, O. Vysotska) has been defined as an important

category of the metamodern discourse of the 21st century. In addition to philosophical and socio-psychological
explanations, this category is also represented in the literary landscape; in particular, it appears as a factor
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in the British novel discourse at the beginning of the 21st century. Methods: structural-semiotic, hermeneutic,
comparative approach.

Results/findings and conclusions. The forms of representation of authenticity in the contemporary British
novels are substantiated that highlight the situation of configurable changes from postmodernism to post-
postmodernism and, in particular, metamodernism. The category of psychological authenticity is revealed,
an ensemble of key motives and problems related to this phenomenon and that are represented in the discourse
of the contemporary British novels (I. McEwan, D. Mitchell) is outlined. The desires of characters to understand
physical reality and metaphysical existence in order to establish justice, approach the truth, and prevent
the negative influence of simulacra, manipulative technologies, ideologies, etc. on human life is outlined. It is
analyzed that the metamodern contemporary British novels reveal intellectual-volitional intentions, reinforcing
the concept of mind in general that, however, does not reject metaphysical searches and perceives reality in
the unity of macro- and micro-processes.

Significance: the metamodern discourse in contemporary fiction contributes to the formation of a picture
oftheworld that would bring society closer to the good, establishing a fair distribution of resources, implementing
social control as a factor of impossibility of digital, etc. manipulations It is determined in what way authenticity
corresponds with the mysterious metagenre pattern (B. Shalahinov) that the author of the research considers
central for understanding and fixing the configurable transition of postmodernism into metamodernism. It is
emphasized that the change of the metagenre pattern is decisive in terms of explication of the new sensuality,
psychological and narrative features of the contemporary British novels. The mysterious metagenre pattern
exploits the motif of the way, the characters’ search for truth through awareness of the manifestations
of authentic existence, etc.
