The aim of this research is to identify the specifics of Donald Trump s use of temporal forms and conditional
constructions in Twitter. This analysis covers how the use of present, past, and future tenses facilitates
interaction with audience. The role of conditional sentences in creating hypothetical scenarios that influence
the persuasiveness of the posts. Specifically, it was found that in 2019 there was almost an equal distribution
between the use of past and present tenses, while in 2020, in the context of the election campaign, future
tense became predominant, reflecting a focus on future goals and promises. The main linguistic strategies
employed by D. Trump to enhance the impression of immediacy. These findings underscore the significance
of the widespread use of language in political communication, where the choice of temporal forms and
conditional constructions is not just a stylistic device, but a targeted method to influence audience perception
and responses. Given the current socio-political context and the role of social media as a platform for political
discourse, researching D. Trump's linguistic strategies on Twitter has not only academic but also practical
significance, especially in the context of the digital platforms. Understanding his approaches to linguistic
influence can help better understand the dynamics of political persuasiveness and campaign strategies on
social networks. Thus, the value of this article lies not only in its academic contribution to understanding
the linguistic aspects of political communication but also in its practical application. Knowledge of how
temporal forms and conditional constructions are used to influence the audience can be useful for developing
communication strategies in social networks, especially during election campaigns.
